On Wednesday, May 28, 2008, at about 5:51 p.m. eastern daylight time, westbound Massachusetts Bay Transportation Authority (MBTA) Green Line train 3667, traveling about 38 mph, struck the rear of westbound Green Line train 3681, which had stopped for a red signal.



In this photograph, the trains were both traveling in the westbound direction from the top of the photograph to the bottom. The picture also shows rescue trains at each end of the damaged equipment.



The weather at the time of the accident was daylight , clear skies, light winds of 5 mph and a temperature of 68 degrees Fahrenheit



Total monetary damages were estimated at about $8.6 million.

Recorded data from the train control system showed that at the time of the accident the lead (struck) train had received a single red restricting indication at signal H-66 and the following (striking) train had received a single red restricting indication at signal H-64.

There was one fatality involved in the accident, the operator of the striking trolley.



Firefighters found the striking train operator trapped in the crushed cab compartment. They checked for signs of life when they first arrived but none were present.



Firefighters first attempted, unsuccessfully, to gain access into the crushed cab by cutting through the cab car floor. 



After additional lifting and cutting of the cab structure, the operator was removed from the train at about 12:51 a.m. on May 29.
